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NEUEYT  Initiatives for Youth Participation in Democratic process through Digital Tools 

NEUEYT  (Novel Framework for democratic participation and Engagement of Underrepresented European Youngsters) aims at activating youth active citizenship and democratic participation, with special regards to youngsters in rural areas more in need of involvement, so as to engage proper dialogue with policy makers. NEUYET provides 8 initiatives for youth democratic engagement and participation for young people coming from Italy, Greece, France, Cyprus, North Macedonia and Norway.  All partners created a framework of NEUEYT 8 initiatives for the young people such as:  Self-advocate influencer, We and Us Panel, Voice Up, Part Me, Silent Debate, Six steps to participation in civic and democratic processes, Pinpointed , Road map to digital youth council. The project is supported by the Erasmus+ programme. 
In North Macedonia, 2 of them are currently implemented and the 3rd one will begin in October. 

Self-advocate influencer – Self-advocate influencer is an activity that aims at making youngsters from under-represented communities work in pairs with youngsters. They will work on modules focused on gaining knowledge on working with social media and expressing themselves through different tools. The implementation of this initiative is in final phase aiming to be evaluated in October 2022 by the participants and mentors in North Macedonia. 

We and Us Panel Is designed with an aim for sustaining youngsters in giving proper wording to their needs, to display them to the right object (policy makers and stakeholders). 11 young people from Macedonia and Italy created a survey in order to find about about the young people interest and present tem to the policy makers. 

Silent Debate will be implement this autumn, and it aims at giving youngsters the opportunity to express themselves on several current topics by learning how to debate and exchanging between each other and policy makers.
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
